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Regular Council Meeting July 7, 2025

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the regular meeting of the City Council of Rose Creek was held,  
Monday, July 7, 2025, with the following present: Mayor Andrew Leisen, Council Members: Andrew Felten, Mark Conradt, Wendel Sprung, City Clerk/Treasurer Allas,  Public Works/Maintenance Aaron Wagner.  Absent:  Council Member Thomas Lewison  There were approximately 6 guests/residents in attendance. 

Mayor Andrew Leisen opened the regular meeting of the City Council at 6:00 p.m. and we recited the Pledge of Allegiance.    Council Member Wendel Sprung made the motion to  approve the Agenda, Council Member Mark Conradt seconded, and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen.

Council Member Andrew Felten made the motion to approve June 2, 2025, Regular Council Meeting Minutes, Council Member Wendel Sprung seconded, and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen. Old Business:
Creek Club Report:  Kretta Menuey requested confirmation for electricity by the tennis courts for Rose Creek Fun Days, and movement of the barricades to main street for Saturday, and trash containers/porta potties coming July 10th.

Public Works/Maintenance:  Aaron Wagner spoke of the city hall roof having been assessed and inspected by the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust adjuster and engineer, and the contractor Maverick, waiting for a decision.  Mergen’s 14’ Stealth quote.  The Dog Ordinance still needs updating; I learned from my last training that League of MN Cities can assist with updating Ordinances.  Dust Control is complete, and we are waiting for a call regarding the 3 invoices we received.  Water Tower Inspection shows it does not meet OSHA standards (old news).  Still waiting for tractor to be returned from repair.  BARGEN streets are completed with crack fill and Mower County is coming to seal coat streets after Rose Creek Days.  City Hall Parking Lot may need crack fill & seal it.  Lift station Meter is not working.  Storm drains are collapsing and could be a safety hazard with 6 holes opened to culvert.  WIFI in park/main street estimate is $750 - $1000 or take WIFI and piggyback with other spots.  Porta Potties and Trash cans have been ordered and confirmed by City Clerk and will be here Thursday.  Resident has asked for Sales Tax to be returned $33 due to not a business, Council Member Andrew Felten asked, “is this a business?”.  Resident states it is completely residential and the residential rentals in town don’t pay sales tax, City Clerk/Treasurer stated, “yes the landlord pays the sales tax because technically it is a business,” and Mayor Andrew Leisen stated he would investigate it.  Council Member Andrew Felten will contact and invite Ian Henderson, Mower County Deputy, regarding enforcing city ordinances, or what the City can have help with.

Mayor Andrew Leisen reported no movement from engineer Bolten & Menk, and nothing new at this time with MN DOT.

New Business:
Craig Weis asked for donations for the 750’ yellow fence topper for the ball diamond fence from APEX, and can the City purchase the heavy duty 2’ zip ties.  Council Member Wendel Sprung made the motion to purchase zip ties up to $500 with gambling tax fund, Council Member Andrew Felten seconded and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen.

Stacy/Elton Edland requested a permit for replacing their old deck – Council Member Wendel Sprung made the motion to approve a deck permit, Council Member Mark Conradt seconded, and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen.

Nels/Linda Nelson requested a permit to replace their fence, and Gopher 1 has been ordered.  Council Member Wendel Sprung made the motion to approve the replacement of the fence, Council Member Mark Conradt seconded, and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen.

Council Member Wendel Sprung made the motion to approve invoices/claims, all but Freeborn County Coop until the dust control bills have a response, and payroll with the re-do of Council Member Tom Lewison stipend check, Council Member Andrew Felten seconded and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen.

Council Member Mark Conradt made the motion to adjourn at 6:55 pm, Council Member Andrew Felten seconded and approved by Mayor Andrew Leisen.
