Rose Creek City Council Meeting 
Monday, March 2, 2026 at 6:00 PM
Rose Creek City Hall 

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the regular meeting of the City Council of Rose Creek was held, Monday, March 2. 2026, with the following present:
Mayor Andrew Leisen, Council Members Andrew Felten, Mark Conradt, Wendel Sprung, Tom Lewison, Interim City Clerk/Treasurer.  There were approximately 6 guests/residents in attendance.

1. Pledge of Allegiance
Mayor Leisen opened the regular meeting of the City Council at 6:00 p.m. and the  pledge of allegiance was recited.
2. Review of Minutes of February 2, 2006, regular city council meeting
Andrew Felten made the motion to approve the minutes, and Mark Conrad seconded the motion, motion carried. 
3. Agenda Approval
Wendel Sprung made the motion to approve the agenda, and Tom Lewison seconded the motion, motion carried. 
4. Resident Comments: Limit of 2 minutes per person

New Business:
5. Esther Reed residential sewer issue
Discussion of liability resulted in the decision to reimburse the homeowner. Tom Lewison made the motion to pay $250.00; Andrew Felten seconded the motion, motion carried. 

6. Brian and Ann Reinhartz residential construction
Brian Reinhartz presented plans for the proposed twin home. Driveway, plumbing, and electrical were discussed for both units. The Council confirmed that construction of twin homes/duplexes are allowed in Rose Creek, and motion carried. Advised that applications for permits are needed. 

7. Upcoming Audit
The audit is scheduled for March 4th and March 5th for the in-house portion.

8. USDA-RD Grants & Loans
City will need construction financing on an interim basis. RD dollars not available until after the project is fully constructed. City will need to increase rates. Engagement letter needs to be signed. Once the letter is received and audit completed, they will come to our Council Meeting to answer questions.

9. Bank Account policy
New email will need to be used for new logins. The bank requires two employees to have separate logins that are restricted to viewing and transferring them within City of Rose Creek accounts.  Andrew Felten made the motion to change to new online access with new email address and grant interim City Clerk Jodi Mandt access, seconded by Tom Lewison, motion carried. 

10.  Charges for copies
Discussion regarding the charge for making copies for residents. Wendel  Sprung made the motion to charge $0.25 per page for black and white copies and $0.50 per page for color copies. Mark Conradt seconded the motion, motion carried.  

11. Schedule interviews for open clerk/treasurer position
All applicants will be interviewed. Cut off for applications will be Friday, March 6th.  Interviews will be scheduled for Monday, March 9th and Tuesday, March 10th. Mark Conradt made to motion for interviews, Wendel Sprung seconded the motion, motion carried. 

12. Lawn mower trade in
The estimate from Ulven Outdoor Power LLC was discussed. Wendel Sprung made the motion to approve the trade in and Tom Lewison seconded the motion, motion carried.

14. Public Works Report
City Hall blacktop resurfacing will need to get updated proposal with removal of cement pad and replacing with blacktop.

15. Mayor/Council Report
Mayor invited the Council to use this time to bring up any concerns/comments related to the City of Rose Creek. Andrew Felten commented that the Steve Landherr family appreciated the plant  recognizing his years of service to the city.

16. Approval of claims
